**2 restarts
Dance map: 16 intro-32-32-32-16rs-32-32-16rs-32 to end

[1-8]: Touch forward, Side, Sailor step, Touch forward, Side, Sailor step

1-2 Touch the right toes forward. Touch the right toes to the side.

3&4 Step the right foot behind the left, Step the left foot to the side, Step in place on the right foot.

5-6 Touch the left toes forward. Touch the left toes to the side.

7&8 Step the left foot behind the right, Step the right foot to the side, Step in place on the left foot.

[9-16]: Monterey half turn, Monterey half turn

1-2 Touch the right toes to the side. Turn a half turn over the right shoulder stepping the right foot
next to the left.

3-4 Touch the left toes to the side. Step the left foot next to the right.

5-6 Touch the right toes to the side. Turn a half turn over the right shoulder stepping the right foot
next to the left.

7&8 Touch the left toes to the side. Step the left foot next the right.

Note: Restart happens here on wall 4 and 7.

[17-24]): See-saw step, Crossing triple, Side, Quarter turn

1-2 Rock the right foot to the side. Recover onto the left foot.

&3-4 Step the right foot next to the left, Rock the left foot to the side. Recover onto the right foot.

5&6 Step the left foot over the left, Step the right foot to the side, Step the left foot over the right.

7-8 Step the right foot to the side. Turn a quarter turn to the left.

[25-32]: Kick-ball-step, Kick-ball-step, Step, Scuff, Step, Scuff

1&2 Kick the right foot forward, Step onto the ball of the right foot, Step slightly forward on the left
foot.

384 Kick the right foot forward, Step onto the ball of the right foot. Step slightly forward on the left
foot.

5-6 Step forward on the right foot. Scuff the left foot through forward.

7-8 Step forward on the left foot. Scuff the right foot through forward.
