6 Step right forward, lock left behind right

8 Step right forward, scuff left
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- 16) ROCK, RECOVER, % LEFT CROSS, 4 RIGHT KICK, ¥4 RIGHT TOUCH

Rock left forward, recover weight on right

Turn Y left pivoting on the ball of right foot stepping left to side, cross right over left (9:00)
Turn Y4 right stepping back with left, kick right forward (12:00)

Turn % right stepping right to side, touch left next to right (3:00)
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(17 - 24) TOUCH STEPS, ¥ RIGHT, HOLD

1-2 Step left to left side, touch right toe next to left
3-4 Step right to right side, touch left toe next to right
5-6 Step left to left side, touch right toe next to left
7-8 Turning 4 right step forward on right, hold (6:00)

(25 -32) STEP, % RIGHT, CROSS, HOLD, SIDE, 2 LEFT, STEP, HOLD

1-2 Step left forward; pivot % right shifting weight to right (9:00)
3-4 Cross left over right, hold

5-6 Step right to right side, turn % left stepping forward on left (3:00)
7-8 Step right forward, hold
